Two extra expenses in the month of October were our quarterly dues due to the State and printer ink purchased to print the newsletter for those who do not receive an email copy.  The financial report was approved by Glenn Nellman and seconded by Mike Lynn.

5.0 Committee Reports—

No new member applications were turned in, although there was guest who was given a membership application at the meeting. Mike also brought up the idea that we should give more honor and respect to members that have passed on.  In the December Bulletin we should have a brief –In  Memorial—in honor of Al Furr, who was a former Big Sir in 2017, and had passed on in September.  It was discussed, and agreed that should be our policy in the future for members who pass away.
5.3 Golf Report---Bill Rutherford that he needs to advance $400 for NCGA dues, and he does not have sufficient funds in his golf account.  Glenn Nellman made a motion and Joe Stephens seconded that our Branch treasurer advance to Bill the necessary $400.  All NCGA dues for 2026 are due by December 31 and are $55.

6.0 New Business---Tony Buttera brought to our attention that an Area 18 competition has been in place since to first of September to award the member who brings in the most new members before the end of Jul7 2nd 2026.  With 3 clubs involved, each club in our region should contribute $50 for this effort.  The winner will receive a $150 gift certificate to go to the restaurant of their choice with their spouse.  

Juan Ochoa reported that 40 members have signed up for the Christmas luncheon, and he is expecting more.  

Rick Kendall has designed yard signs for the Branches to use to advertise the benefits of joining SIRS.   There is no cost to us, since we have a credit yet in our advertising fund.  Juan has ordered 50 for our Branch to use.   

Our January meeting will have someone speak from the UOP basketball organization.  Glenn Nellman will explore whether we can get a group discount for going to a UOP basketball game as a group.
