Vice President's Report:             

 

Ron Barr is a veteran, Emmy award-winning journalist and national-international sports 

broadcaster. His career began at the Washington Post newspaper in Washington, D.C. 

Following  that, he became a freelance reporter with ABC Radio Sports. 

 

Barr's first venture in television was in Boston, anchoring the sports segment of the evening 

newscast. In addition, Barr did New England Patriot pre-season football play-by-play and 



regular season Boston Celtic games.  His first network assignment was to host pre-game, half 

time and post-game shows of various NFL games for CBS Network Sports. Later, he moved to 

Seattle where he became the Sports Director for KIRO television. While in Seattle, he was also 

involved in the broadcasts of Seattle Sonics NBA basketball and University of Washington 

football. 

 

Barr then became the sports anchor at KRON television in San Francisco, as well as 

broadcasting Stanford and Cal football and basketball games. Barr is the winner of a prestigious 

Emmy Award for writing "From San Quentin to Candlestick." This award-winning television 

feature chronicled a young prison convict's "dream come true", to try-out for San Francisco 

Giant players and front office personnel.  It resulted in his getting invited to the Giant’s spring-

training after being released from prison.  

 

Barr's career includes broadcasting NBA basketball, NFL football, Major League Baseball, 

professional tennis, numerous college sporting events as well as several other major sporting 

events. His sports reporting resume includes 32 Super Bowls and 5 Olympic Games. 

  

In 1988, Barr followed his heart and love for sports by launching "Sports Byline USA."  This 

national, 3-hour, nightly sports talk show was the first, national sports talk show and network, 

and has become America's largest multi-media, sports talk network. Now 24-hours a day, 7 

days a week, Sports Byline USA is heard on 220 U.S. radio stations, with 2.2 million American 

listeners. Also, the network is heard worldwide on the more than 500 American Forces Radio 

Network stations in 156 countries. In July, 2002, the Sports Byline Network expanded to 24-

hours a day with the launch of Sirius/XM Satellite Radio. Sports Byline USA network 

programming is Internet streamed, podcasted, available on mobile devices, Stitcher, Tune in 

and heard in 25 million homes on the Cable Digital Talk Radio Network.  Also, Sports Byline 

USA is the broadcasting partner for one of the largest sports portals-SBNation.  Recently, 

Sports Byline USA partnered with Clear Channel Radio in the launch of iHeartRadio Talk, 

which has 50 million registered users.

“The Stolen Life of Colette Marceau” by Kristin Harmel ; 2025 Mystery Genre 

Colette Marceau lives in Boston, 2018, age of 90.  Born in Paris to wealthy parents, her father a 

professor, her mother, a jewel thief, continues a family tradition of stealing from bad rich people 

to give to charity, and in 1942 Paris that meant stealing from the Nazis to give to the underground 

rebels.  It begins with a fabulous bracelet which is in two pieces interlocking to form a butterfly, 

with many diamonds. Her mother has sewn one bracelet into the hem of her four-year old sister,  

Liliane, Colette being her older sister of ten.  The Nazis tear apart the family; Liliane was snatched 

from her window by a person unknown and a body found in the Seine with a torn hem in 

nightgown , the bracelet gone, is assumed to be that of Liliane.   Colette has always felt 

responsible for the loss of her sister, and has never stopped searching for the other half of the 

bracelet.  She has one from her mother, who was executed by the Nazis in 1942.  Now the other 

single banded bracelet has turned up in a museum exhibit.  This is a long story alternating between 

1942 Paris and 2018 Boston.   

 An engaging story, beautifully written, it is impossible to set aside,  Highly recommended. 

“The Widow” by John Grisham, 2025,  Legal Thriller genre  

Simon Latch, attorney at law, has clients who bring their small problems to his law office in a 

small Virginia town.  His charges are small, generally flat rates, and he earns barely enough to 

sustain his lifestyle. There is a pending divorce with his wife, Paula, and he loves his three 

children, two young adolescent boys and a nine-year old daughter.  His financial plight is 

worsened by a gambling habit. An 85-year old widow seeks him out to redo her will, since a 

previous local dishonest lawyer was cheating her.  She claims to be worth around nine million 

dollars and Simon, as her attorney and executor, anticipates a windfall upon her death. This is a 

great legal thriller, written by one of the masters of the genre.  This latest does not disappoint.  I 

highly recommend it.
